Electronic Waste Market

• Annual European printed circuit board waste is 
estimated to be some 500,000t and growing

• Collection is rising sharply, due to:
– EU Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment 

(WEEE) Directive: requires the collection and 
recycling of electrical and electronic waste

– Basel Convention: prohibits export of hazardous 
waste (including most circuit boards)



Competition / Customers

Annual EU processing capacity is estimated at 
75,000t among the three main metals smelters:

– Umicore: 35,000 tonnes
– Boliden: 30,000 tonnes
– Aurubis (Norddeutsche): 10,000 tonnes 



• 100m people within 300km - important for supply
• Phase 1 capacity: 30,000t circuit boards
• Start of production: Q1 2011

• Existing site will allow for capacity expansion
• Partnership facilities on customers’ sites
• Phase 2: extend process beyond treatment of 

circuit boards, through to base precious metals
• Additional R&D activities in wider metals recycling 

to address growing waste streams
